PARTS OF THE REPORT

Key parts of your student's score report are represented by letters. Many sections are common between ELA
and Math, so only the unique parts are duplicated in this guide. Refer to the labeled examples on the following
pages.

Letter | Description

A The main graphic on the reportshows your student’s scale score and where it falls on the four ISAT
achievement levels. This information is also summarized at the top of thereport. '

Level 4 indicates your studenthas exceeded achievement standards.
Level 3 indicates your studenthas met achievement standards.

Level 2 indicates your studenthas nearly met achievement standards,
Level 1 indicates your studenthas not met achievement standards.

These scores are just one pieceof information about your student's academic performance, but serve as |
important measures of progress.
